The fountain source of law in India is the Consittio. The Preamble of
Constitution defines India as a ‘Sovereign DemacraRepublic’,

containing a federal system with Parliamentary faimGovernment in
the Union and the States, an independent judiciayyaranteed
Fundamental Rights and Directive Principles of &tfablicy containing
objectives which though not enforceable in law, fmedamental to the

governance of the nation.

The Constitution gives due recognition to statutease law and

customary law consistent with its dispensationsne @f the unique



features of the Indian Constitution is that, nostinding the adoption of
a federal system and existence of Central Acts Stiate Acts in their
respective spheres, it has generally provided fosingle integrated
system of Courts to administer both Union and Stats. At the apex of
the entire judicial system, exists the Supreme Caoiuindia below which
are the High Courts in each State or group of Stat®elow the High
Courts lies a hierarchy of Subordinate Courts. cRayat Courts also
function in some States under various names likaydlyPanchayat,
Panchayat Adalat, Gram Kachheri, etc. to decidel @ad criminal

By this Notification, Delhi camender the immediate
authority and management of the Governor Gener&haifr in Councll
and Mr. William Malcolm Hailey, C.I.LE., I.C.S. wagpointed the first
Chief Commissioner of Delhi.

Originally, District Courts were located in the Iseuof Mrs. Forster,
where only eight courts could be accommodated. 8891 few more
rooms were rented in H-Abdul Rehman Ataul RehmaitdBwy. The old
building at Kashmere Gate was declared unsafe49.19 the year 1953
twenty-two Civil Subordinate Courts were moved tinddi College
Building (1,Skinners House), also at Kashmere Gdatke Courts
continued to function in this building till 31-034%8.

Construction of Tis Hazari Courts Building stariedl953. It was raised
at a cost of Rs.85.00 Lacs. The same was inauguostd9-03-1958 by
Chief Justice Mr. A. N. Bhandari of the then fabnHigh Court. Even
today Tis Hazari continues to be the principal tbuilding in Delhi.

A smaller number of criminal courts were functioqiat Parliament
Street and Shahdara. The criminal courts werfgeghio Patiala House
from Parliament Street in March 1977. The Karkarda Courts
Complex was inaugurated on 15-05-1993 and the durictioning at
Shahdara Railway Station were shifted there. Thieoua Courts and
Industrial Tribunals having jurisdiction all overelbi are also housed in
Karkardooma Courts Complex. The Judicial Academyramn Judges
and Staff members is being run from its temporamnpses in this

Complex. Some Courts of Civil Judges have also lskéted here.

The Rohini Courts Complex was inaugurated BroBJanuary 2006 and
most of the criminal courts of West and North-WBsdtrict have been
shifted there apart from, Matrimonial Courts, Mo#ccident Tribunal
and an Addl. Rent Controller. Dwarka Court Compiexready for
inauguration and South-West District will be shiftthere. At Saket,

construction work is progressing.

Civil Judges deal with matters up to the valuaidrRkRs.3.00 Lacs. The
Courts of Additional District Judges hear mattdrevee Rs.3.00 Lacs and
up to Rs.20.00 Lacs. Appeals from judgements ofdivéd Judges can be
filed before the District Judge and to some exbafore the Senior Civil

Judge. The Senior Civil Judge at Delhi performdigial as well as

administrative functions.

l. ADDITIONAL DISTRICT JUDGES

The civil jurisdiction is exercised by Additionalidiict Judges in respect

of matters having value of more than 3 Lacs and than Rs.20 Lacs.
Appeals from judgements of the Civil Judges canfileel before the

District Judge, who assigns the same to Additi@nsirict Judges. These
Courts also deal with probate, guardianship, lacgueition, house tax

and rent control appeals.

The orders which can be appealed before Seniot fiidge are provided
under section 43 Rule 1 of CPC. In addition, esderder section 35 (a),
91 or 92 CPC where leave has been refused or outhelsr section 95
CPC with respect to fine, arrest, or detention aien can also be
challenged here. Appeals can be filed and entedaby this court from

an order and judgment/decree passed by a CivileJatelhi:

The appeals may be kept by this court for dispasgber law or may be
assigned to the Additional Senior Civil Judge fmpdsal as per law.

There are 5 ACMMSs in Delhi. Two ACMM'’s are sittirag Tis Hazari and
are holding the Courts dealing with the cases pani to Central and
North Districts. One ACMM is posted at Patiala HeuSourt and is

dealing with cases relating to Customs Act and &xcAct besides

administrative work related to criminal Courts aiuth and South-West
and New Delhi Districts. The work of East and Nelghst districts is
being looked after by the ACMM posted at Karkardao@ourts. The
ACMM at Rohini looks after the work of district Wiesnd North West.

The Magistrates look after the works of about 12%ce Stations which
maintain law and order in Delhi having a populatod about 1.20 crores.
There are 8 Mahila Courts dealing exclusively vitth Magistrate triable
cases related to women. Some designated Courideatmg with cases
relating to Negotiable Instruments Act.



Apart from the aforesaid work, the office of the ®Ms also controlling
the Special MMs (Traffic) having their Courts atdifferent places in
Delhi viz. Kirpa Narain Marg, Under Hill Road, BuraRohini Courts,
Parliament Street, Kapashera, Saket and Karkardobinese Magistrates
deal with the traffic cases of the entire Delhidigposing off the challans

issued by the Traffic Police against traffic offensl

CMM office also supervise the affairs of the Spl.MSIMunicipal
Magistrates who sit in different zones of Delhi a8decial Municipal
Magistrates who are looking after the work relaiedittering, sanitation
and public health of wards assigned to them forpkeg entire Delhi
clean and hygienic.

The officials working in the office of the Chief Mepolitan Magistrate

are handling the work of summons, production wdssabailable and

non-bailable warrants, recovery warrants, detenti@ers, parole, transit
remands etc. received from different states ofdnaind get the same
prepared according to the requirements at theesarpossible time.

The records of Test Identification Parades are atsintained in this

office. The CMM also handles the receipt and distibn of complaints

besides transfer applications received directlynfrine Magistrates and
the litigants in regard to pending cases, contestdtic challans and the
cases in respect to Bank Securitization Act. Besid&ourt complaint

cases are also being dealt with the CMM Court esxcély.

The office is also holding Spl. Courts at Jail espect of the cases
pertaining to under-trials who are involved in petffences and first time
prisoners languishing in Jail for more than two then This office is

disposing of their cases only in one sitting. Lokafats are also being
held under the guidance of the CMM on every secdaidirday of every



alternate month in which compoundable offence caselsiding cases
under section 279/337/338 IPC Act are taken updisypbsed off in Lok-
Adalat.

Besides this, the Judge, Small Causes Court idesith enhanced
appellate powers as Addl. Senior Civil Judge, Daltl tries Regular &
Misc. Civil appeals. The powers under the Guarslia@amd Wards Act are
also conferred to the Judge, Small Causes Coudsrigection 4-A of the
Guardian and Wards Act by the Hon’ble High Courtl atcordingly

Guardianship cases are decided.
